Queen’s University Football Club is at a very exciting point in its long history and is seeking applications from suitably qualified and experienced people to manage its first team which plays in Division 2 of the IFA Championship.

With the opening of the magnificent new stadium, Queen’s now has playing facilities to match most clubs in the country. In addition it has excellent training facilities on floodlit 3G and 4G pitches. There is now a great opportunity to attract good players and for the Club to progress.
The new manager will be expected to: -

· Have experience of managing/coaching teams at Intermediate Football level or above.
· Have coaching qualifications at least to IFA Level 3 - (UEFA B Licence).

· Be available for training on Tuesday and Thursday nights and for matches on Saturdays. Please note that the league begins on the first Saturday of August and ends in early May. Pre-season training normally starts in late June/early July.

· Be available to take charge of the team immediately.

· Be prepared to take an active role in the process of identifying students who will be offered a place in the Queen’s Football Academy (see below).

· Liaise with the managers of the Seconds and the Colts.

It will be considered an advantage if an applicant has: - 
· IFA Level 4 - (UEFA A Licence).

· Previous experience of University Football as a player, coach or manager.

· Is available for intervarsity competitions on Wednesday afternoons in the period October to December.
· Is available to manage the team at the Collingwood Cup competition, played over four days, annually, in the month of February.

The new manager may bring in other people to assist him with his managerial duties.
Remuneration: -

Applicants should be aware that Queen’s University Department of Sport will pay them an agreed honorarium for their efforts at the end of the season or pro rata if they leave before the end of the season. The amount of money available is not large and would be less than what would be on offer at most other clubs at IFA Championship level.

About us
We are not sure when the Queen's Soccer Club was founded but we believe its origins go back at least to the time when Queen's College Belfast became the Queen's University of Belfast in 1908. Queen's played in the first Collingwood Cup competition in 1914. We were one of the founder members of the Amateur League in 1923 and we entered the Irish League “B” Division in the early 1950s and played there until 1996.

Saturday Football:

Today the Club runs 3 teams in total. The firsts play in the IFA Championship Division 2 with the Seconds and Colts in the Northern Amateur Football League divisions 2A and 3F. The first team plays its home games at our magnificent new stadium at the University playing fields at Upper Malone.

Wednesday Football:

QUB Soccer teams also compete in the Irish Universities Football Union (IUFU) Competitions (Collingwood Cup, Crowley Cup and Harding Memorial Trophy and National Universities league) and in the N.I. Colleges League. Queen's has won the prestigious Collingwood Cup on 19 occasions, second only to University College Dublin (UCD). The Crowley Cup (second teams) and Harding Memorial Trophy (first year students) have been competed for since 1970. 

Who can play?:
To play for Queen’s, players must be currently studying at the University or be Queen’s University graduates.

Queen’s Football Academy:

In 2007, Queen’s Football Academy was set up with the assistance of Queen’s Sport and Queen’s Alumni department and former members of the Club. Its purpose is to incentivise good student players to come and play for Queen’s by offering them: -

· Free membership of the Queen’s PE Centre

· Free, attractive, Academy clothing
· Free physiotherapy

· Nutritional advice

· Strength and conditioning programs

· Financial assistance

Academy membership is available for current students only, it is not available to graduates. To qualify, players must be prepared to play for Queen’s in Saturday IFA Championship football.
Academy membership is normally offered to student players: - 

· Already in the Club, who have shown that they are good enough to play regularly in the first team.

· Playing for other clubs but prepared to transfer to Queen’s.
